After finishing College, she studied Law in Vienna and later Painting at the Koninklijke 
Akademie voor Kunst en Vormgeving s'Hertogenbosch (Holland), finishing studies at the Akademie 
der Bildenden Künste, Vienna (Austria), Meisterschule für Malerei Professor Eckert, 1980 with a 
Diploma.
